Provisions Of The Competition

General Provisions

1. The Third International Student Complementary Piano Competition is open to all students of the
theoretical departments, composition, conducting, musicology, solo singing, accordion, i.e. all the
departments incorporating piano as a comparative subject.

2. The organizer of the competition is the Faculty of Arts in Nis.

3. The competition will be held in the Concert & Exhibition Hall of the Faculty of Arts in Nis
(KnjaZevacka no. 2a).

4. The aim of the competition is boosting of motivation and affirmation of young artists, as well as
encouraging their personal creative potential through performance.

5. Applications for participation should be sent by mail or e-mail until 10th May 2015 to the
organizer’s address (the postal stamp date will serve as evidence of compliance with the set
deadline). The application should be forwarded together with the following enclosures: a xeroxed
copy of the applicant’s index (student course and grade booklet), a color photograph suitable for
publication (usual passport size) and a proof of payment of the registration fee (see instructions in
Item 21).

6. The general schedule of performances shall be published in advance in a brochure, while the
timetable and order of performances will be set by the members of the Organizing Committee,
depending on the number of participants in each category.

Competition rules

7. The competition will be organized in four categories: Category I: first-year students of the Faculty
Category II: the second year students of the Faculty Category IIlI: the third year students of the
Faculty Category IV: the fourth year students of the Faculty

8. The program is free in all categories. The competition propositions require playing of three
compositions from different epochs and of different character without scores, and a separate part of
the competition will be dedicated to the performances of the competitors’ original author works.
Performances in the first and the second category will be limited to a maximum of 10 minutes, and
in the third and fourth to a maximum of 15 minutes.

9. The competition will be open to the general public, and the program will be performed without
sheet music.

10. Performance of certain movements from sonatas, suites and other cyclic forms will be allowed in
all categories.

11. The organizer will provide adequate media coverage of the whole event, first via the Internet,
and then using classical reporting methods (radio, local TV stations, the National Television, press).
Also, performances of all participants will be recorded on the high-quality equipment.



The Jury

12. The contestants will be evaluated by a jury made up of 3-5 renowned piano teachers from the
country and abroad. The Jury members will be appointed by the Faculty of Arts.

13. The Jury will award the first, second and third prize for performance, as well as the first, second
and third prize for the original work.
14. The Jury may award a special prize for the best performed piece.

15. The Jury may also award a special prize for the best original composition.

16. Decisions of the jury will be final.

Evaluation of Competitors
17. The number of awards granted by the Jury per category is not limited.

18. The participants will be evaluated on the basis of the median calculated by adding up all earned
points from the scoring lists, and then by dividing that sum by the number of values.

The number of points required for the corresponding prize is as follows:

First prize: 90 - 100 points

Second prize: 80 - 89.99

Third prize: 70 - 79.99

Commendation: 60 - 69.99

Transitional and Closing Provisions

19. The organizer will ensure that all the participants are given appropriate opportunity to practice
on the piano on which he/she will perform the competition program.

20. All the participants and their teachers will receive a certificate of participation.

Article 1.
The founder of International Student Complementary Piano Competition is the Faculty of Arts in Nis.

Article 2.
International Student Complementary Piano Competition is organized by the Faculty of Arts in Nis.

Article 3.
The Competition is organized as the music manifestation with the aim of motivating of creative and
personal potentials through performance, as well as encouraging the affirmation of the young
artists.

Article 4.
The Competition will be organized according to the Rule book and the competition general
propositions.

Article 5.
The Competition is open to all students of the state and private Music academies and the Faculties of
Arts.

Article 6.
International Student Complementary Piano Competition will be organized annually.

Article 7.
The Competition will be open to the general public.

Article 8.
The Competition realization will be carried out by the Competition Director, Competition Committee
and Competition Secretary.
The Dean of the Faculty of Arts in Nis is the Competition Director.
The Competition Committee is consisted of the piano teachers at the Department of Complementary
Piano.

Article 9.
The competencies of the Competition Committee are the following:
e appointing of the Competition Jury and the Jury Secretary
e planning, organizing and realization of the competition program
. the immediate cooperation with the media

Article 10.
The obligations of the Competition Secretary are the following:
. the reception and control of the competition applications
. informing the Jury members about possible changes
. the determination of the competition schedule
e performing all technical tasks for the competition



Article 11.
The candidates will be evaluated by the Jury made up of the renowned piano teachers. The Jury
member has no right to evaluate the contestant whose teacher he/she is.

Article 12.
The Jury members are obliged to evaluate the competitors and submit their scoring lists to the Jury
Secretary.

Article 13.
The obligations of the Jury Secretary are the following:
. attending the meetings and working of the Jury during the competition
. announcing the final results after taking over the scoring lists from the Jury members
. informing the Director and Jury members about possible irregularities

Article 14.
The compositions which are the original author works will be submitted to the Jury in the form of
sheet music.

Article 15.
The most successful contestant will be awarded by the Competition Jury- the title of the Competition
laureate.

Article 16.
The system of scoring:
the placement of the participants will be determined by adding up all earned points from the scoring
lists and calculating of the median value.
The maximum number of points is 100.

First prize: 90 - 100 points
Second prize: 80 - 89.99 points
Third prize: 70 - 79.99 points
Commendation: 60 - 69.99 points

Article 17.
The number of prizes is not limited.

Article 18.
The decision of the Jury will be final and irrevocable.

UCestvovala je na eminentnim muzickim festivalima, poput Zagrebackog
Bijenala, Festivala Grad teatar - Budva, Skopskog leta, Bitoljskog festivala,
Novosadskih muzickih svecanosti - NOMUS, Ring Ring - Beograd, Festivala
filmskog scenarija u Vrnjackoj Banji, REmusica - PriStina, Gandusiana
festivala u Rovinju, Exit festivala u Novom Sadu, a Cest je gost i Motovun Film
Festivala u Hrvatskoj. Nakon diplomiranja na katedri za klavir Fakulteta
muzicke umetnosti u Beogradu 1979. godine, u klasi red. prof. Olge
Mihailovi¢, Branka Parli¢ se usavrsavala na Letnjoj muzic¢koj akademiji u Nici,
Francuska kod Pjera Sankana, renomiranog kompozitora i profesora pariskog
Konzervatorijuma. Od 80-ih godina proslog veka, posveceno se bavi muzikom
francuskog kompozitora Erika Satija, kao i Novom Muzikom 20. i 21. veka:
minimalizmom i postminimalizmom. Prva ploc¢a Erika Satija na tlu bivse
Jugoslavije - Initiés, sa njegovim klavirskim kompozijama u izvodenju Branke
Parli¢, izasla je 1988. godine u izdanju M Produkcije Radio Novog Sada, a
drugi tiraZ izdat je od strane PGP RTB iz Beograda. Kompakt disk sa starim i
novim snimcima istog autora, pod nazivom Initiés ‘88 - Initiés '99, pojavio se
1999. godine, ovaj put u izdanju novosadskog Radija 021. Godine 2006. u
izdanju Muzicke Produkcije B92 iz Beograda, izasao je CD Metamorphosis, na
kome se nalaze kompozicije za solo klavir najpoznatijeg americkog
kompozitora minimaliste Filipa Glasa. Pored klavirske literature, na

repertoaru ima i filmsku muziku (Entr'acte - muzika Sati, reZija R. Kler;
M.Najman, F. Glas, N. Rota). Tokom 2011 godine, koncertom sa muzikom Nina
Rote a uz film/oma% autora Cedomira Drée i Nenada Milo$evica, obelezila je
100 godina od rodenja Rote, na festivalu Cinema City u Novom Sadu. Sa istim
programom, uz dodatak muzike Majkla Najmana, nastupila je na Motovun
Film Festivalu. Vinil Satie & Beyond snimljen u Livardenu /Holandija 2012.
godine, izdavacka kuca Odlican hréak iz Beograda objavila je 2014. godine. Na
ploci su zastupljene dela Erika Satija, Filipa Glasa, Jaruna van Vina i Greema
Fitkina. Ovaj program, Branka Parli¢ je predstavila na koncertima u Londonu i
Liverpulu novembra 2013. godine. Branka Parli¢ radi kao nastavnik stru¢nog
predmeta na Katedri za klavirski praktikum Akademije Umetnosti u Novom
Sadu, a Cest je predavac na kursevima i seminarima Nove Muzike. Od 2006.
godine deluje kao umetnicki direktor koncertnog serijala Nove USi za Novu
Muziku u Novom Sadu.

As one of the leading pianists dedicated to New Music, Branka Parli¢ is performing the music of minimalist
and postminimalist composers from the second half of the 20th century, and the first decade of the 21st
century. With over five million views on YouTube, her performances of Philip Glass, Michael Nyman, Wim
Mertens, Arvo Pdrt and others, are making Ms. Parli¢ a synonym for New Music. Her concerts have a
specific visual identity, with special attention paid to the light design and visualizations, even design of
concert flyers and posters. Since 2004, British television CLASSIC FM TV started broadcasting a video work
titled “Chaos”, created by Charles Stewart, on the music of Erik Satie’s Gnossienne No.1, performed by
Branka Parli¢, and the same TV Chanel was broadcasting a recording of her concert performance of Philip
Glass’ Metamorphosis No.2 since 2005. In 2011, the awarded British television C Music TV started
broadcasting videos of two Branka’s concert performances: Philip Glass’ Opening and Arvo Pdrt’s Spiegel
im Spiegel, the latter becoming a highlight videos of January and March 2011. Branka Parli¢ regularly
performs around Europe on solo recitals and various music and film festivals, but also holding lectures
about the development of New Music, starting from Erik Satie, John Cage and finishing with contemporary
composers, but also on the music of Philip Glass. She is a frequent guest in Serbia, Montenegro, Macedonia,
Croatia, Slovenia, France, Germany, Austria, Hungary, Switzerland, Holland, England etc. She participated
on renowned classical music festivals in her region, such as Music Biennale Zagreb, Gandusiana Festival
and Motovun Film Festival in Croatia, Theatre city - Budva in Montenegro, Skopje summer and Bitolj
Festival in Macedonia, NOMUS festival, Ring Ring festival, Film Scenario Festival and EXit festival in Serbia,
and many more. Upon graduation at the piano department of the Faculty of Music in Belgrade in 1979,
under Professor Olga Mihailovié, Branka also worked with the renowned Professor Pierre Sancan at the
International Summer Academy in Nice, France. Since 1980s, she is devoted to promoting and performing
the music of the French composer Erik Satie, as well as minimalist and post minimalist composers of the
20th and 21st centuries. The first recording of Erik Satie’s music in the southeastern parts of Europe was
an LP titled Initiés, and consisted of Satie’s piano works performed by Branka Parlic. First edition was
published in 1988 by M Production from Novi Sad, Serbia, and the second print by PGP RTS from Belgrade.
In 1999, Radio 021 published both old and new recordings of Branka’s performances of Satie’s works, on a
CD titled Initiés ‘88 - Initiés '99. She also recorded piano solo works by Philip Glass on the CD
Metamorphosis, released by the B92 Production from Belgrade back in 2006. On November 2012 she has
recorded new material for the vinyl Satie & Beyond in the Concert Hall of the Harmonie Center in
Leeuwarden, Holland. The vinyl record was released in January 2014, by Sing-Sing Studios in Netherlands
and by Odli¢an hrcak in Serbia, presenting the music by Erik Satie, Graham Fitkin, Jeroen van Veen and
Philip Glass.On November 2013 she was presenting this program on two concerts in London and Liverpool
in England. Besides the solo piano and chamber music repertoire, Branka also performs music made for
films, often performing live music with the broadcasting of original silent films, or with appropriate video
works and visualizations. These include the film Entr'acte (music Erik Satie, directed by René Clair) and
film music by Michael Nyman, Philip Glass, Nino Rota. During 2011, she was performing a series of concerts
dedicated to the Centenary of the birth of film music composer Nino Rota. Branka Parli¢ works as a piano
teacher at the Academy of Arts in Novi Sad, Serbia, acts as Artistic director of the concert serial New Ears
for New Music and is often holding lectures and seminars on New Music.
